Let’s meet the teacher meeting was aimed more for the parents of the new Reception children in George Class, however we realise that there are a few changes to your child’s routine now that they are a Year One in George Class that you might not be aware of…so this information is especially for you!

On Monday mornings all the Year One children in George Class and By the Sea Class have a Phonographix session with Chris Cykowski (differentiated groups in the school hall). Mrs Cykowski sets the Phonic or handwriting home learning your child will receive during the year. The intention is that they will receive this regularly on a Tuesday or Wednesday and we ask that it is returned by the following Monday. The children are aware that they are responsible for handing in their home learning once it is completed – there is a red basket on the shelf by Miss Mosley’s chair specifically for their books. Please do not worry if your child is reluctant to complete the activities, do as much as they are able to. If your child is very keen to do more, we suggest that you look into some of the activity books that are available in most bookshops. However, please don’t overdo it as remember, they are still only five years old and they will be very busy at school! 

Mrs Joyce and Miss Mosley also plan the Year One Numeracy and Literacy together as a team to ensure continuity and progression in both classes. In the next few weeks they will receive ‘key words’ or other ‘reading’ or ‘number’ home learning appropriate to each child’s individual needs.
