To start using ParentMail we shall need you to provide us with your up-to-date e mail addresses and mobile phone numbers and we would ask you to complete the attached form and return it to us as soon as possible, but at the very latest by Friday 7th May.

Once we start using ParentMail, e mail messages will be sent from messages@parentmail.co.uk and we would ask that this address be added to your e mail address books (or approved sender list) in order to prevent messages being blocked by your SPAM/Junk Mail filters.

We regard this as an exciting, innovative and crucial move forward in order to respond to latest technologies available to improve reliable communication, cut our carbon footprint and also reduce administration workload.  We hope you will help us make this a success.
